It disappeared from the map of Europe in 1918 together
with the Austrian-Hungarian Empire, whose province it had been. Yet, it still lives
as an imagined space in the collective imagination and memory.”

Not to be confused with the autonomous community in Spain with the same
name, Galicia was situated in modern day Central and Eastern Europe.
